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Blitzen, and most other black shelter dogs, mostly 
black Labrador retrievers and black lab mixes, 
suffer the consequences of having done nothing 
more than being born all or mostly black in color. 
As adults, they are doomed to be euthanized at an 
alarming rate at many pounds and shelters 
because there isn't enough room to care for what 
are considered to be 'unadoptable' dogs. Why, 
because people feel they look too plain, look mean, 
don't stand out in a crowd, don't have that 
'designer dog' look, etc. So, they pass them over 
in favor of their lighter, more distinctively marked 
counterparts.  
 
In truth, black dogs are just as deserving, just as 
loyal and lovable, and just as smart and funny as 
dogs of any color. They make wonderful family 
companions, are talented in obedience and agility 
training, used as service dogs, therapy dogs, K9 
law enforcement officers, and the list goes on and 
on. Are you beginning to get an idea of what 
you've been missing? Don't let Blitzen become just 
another victim of the Black Dog Syndrome. Come 
see for yourself how smart, loving and beautiful 
this 'plain black dog really is'.  
 
Blitzen's story begins when he was found as a 
stray and brought to AWA to find his forever home. 
He is a large, strikingly handsome dog, mostly 
black Labrador retriever, about two years old, and 
all puppy fun and energy.  Blitzen is a very 
friendly, playful sort of guy, and has yet to meet 
another critter he doesn't like. He's always ready 
for a romp in the yard, and loves to entertain his 
foster mom as he plays with his toys, and 
sometimes she joins in with a good game of tug of 
war. Sounds just like any other dog, doesn't he? 
 
With his loving personality, Blitzen will make a 
wonderful family companion. Since he's a large 
dog, and still full of puppy energy, a basic 
obedience course may be a good idea for both you 
and Blitzen. It will help him understand what you 
expect of him, and since he is such a smart dog 
and always tries so hard to please, it will also help 
to strengthen the bond between you. A fenced 
yard is a must, as he'll need somewhere to run off 
some of that energy, and will help as he learns his 
house manners at his new home.
